RULES AND REGULATIONS

BOWLER MUST ENTER TOURNAMENT ON A TEAM TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR AN ALIBI TEAM. BOWLER MAY BOWL ON AS MANY TEAMS AS THEY WISH
1. The Dallas Metroplex Bowling Senate Tournament Director, under USBC RULES, reserves the right to re-rate and/or disqualify any entrant not in compliance with the rules of this tournament, TNBA, and/or USBC.

2. This tournament (which will start Saturday, April 4, 2009 at 12:00 P.m. and ends Saturday, 
April 4th, 2009 at 2:30p.m.) will be a handicap trio event; consisting of a three game format.  Team AVERAGE cannot exceed 660.  Teams will consist of three members without gender specification.  Handicap will be 80% of 220. MULTIPLE ENTRIES ARE PERMITTED.  CASH ONLY ONCE WITH THE SAME TEAM MEMBERS. CHANGE ONE MEMBER AND CASH MORE THAN ONCE.

3. USBC Certifications have been applied for.  All entrants must show proof of 2008-2009  USBC memberships.  

4. Entrants must use their highest USBC certified league average, based on a minimum of 21 games for the 2007-2008 bowling season, or if a bowler has no association book average, use a current average of 21 games or more effective no earlier than April 3, 2009 as can be verified in writing by an association’s secretary or a current league standing sheet.  Also, Rule 319a2 will be enforced. It states, “When the previous season’s average is used, and at the time of bowling an entrant has a current average for 21 or more games that is 10 pins or more higher than the prior season’s average, the current average for 21 or more games that is 10 pins or more higher than the prior season’s average, must be used.” No summer averages may be used. All bowlers must bring a current league sheet with their highest current average as verification of average at time of bowling. All bowlers with no verification of average must enter using a 220 for an average.  

5. It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his/her average. If submitted average is lower than the actual average or prize winnings will be based on submitted average if it is higher.  If an entrant submits an average less than his/her true average, he/she shall forfeit tournament entry fee, all prize winnings and any prize winnings he/she helped to win.  If an entrant submits an average higher than his/her true average, he/she must live with the lesser handicap and no additional pins may be award.

6. To reserve squad times, entries must be received by midnight, April 3, 2009 with appropriate fees.  All other applications will be accepted up to twenty (20) minutes prior to each squad time of this tournament if lanes are available.  Reentries are allowed.

7. After an entry has been received, no fees shall be refunded except in dire emergencies such as fire, lockouts, etc., over which management has no control.  Fees for the Trio event are $90.00 per team: Prize Fund - $52.50, Lineage/Expense - $37.50.  This trio event will pay out $2100.00 based on 40 team entries.  Prize fund will be returned 100% on a ratio of one place for every 8 entries for this trio event. 

8. If mechanical failure should occur for more than 10 minutes, the Tournament Director has the right to move affected bowlers to the next available lanes.  NOTE:  Bowlers will transfer scores bowled to those available lanes and if mechanical failure occurs and scores are lost, the game must be re bowl. 

9. Bowlers can bowl in any order.  Tardy bowlers will start in the frame being bowled with zero being given for each frame missed.  No blind score shall be permitted and a replacement bowler must bowl in the same position as the missing bowler.  Once a replacement bowler has started to bowl, he/she must finish the event.  No pacer team shall be allowed.

10. Provisional ball or frame will be used in situations where foul or legality of pin fall cannot be immediately resolved.

11. In the event of a tie for ANY place, prize money will be combined and divided between teams involved.  Payoff will be within one hour of end of last squad, provided there are no discrepancies with averages. If there are, we’ll pay off within ten (10) calendar days of the close of the tournament.
